Use the opportunities that our annual bazaar offers: adver-

tising, placement, built in traffic, cashiers, no individual tax 

numbers required, and the Chapter will collect and file the 

sales taxes!  There are, however, no guarantees about how 

many pieces you will sell, if any, but itõs worth the chance to 

try.
