Antique Gold, Black Plum, Blush Flesh, Burnt Sienna, Burnt Umber, Dioxazine Purple, Ebony
Black, Flesh Tone, Hi -Lite Flesh, Navy Blue, Primary Red (Naphthol Crimson), Terra Cotta,
Titanium White and Ultra Blue Deep. Gold metallic of your choice if you want to add glasses.

Brushes:

Angular Shader --3/8", 1/2" and 3/4". Fandango (or comb or rake) --#6. Liner --#0 and #6.
Shader -- #10. Large mop brush of choice. Note that these brush sizes are for my piece, an
11 3/4" round box --you may adjust up or down depending on the size of your surface.

Additional Supplies:

White Conte chalk pencil, notecard, paper towels, ruler, sandpaper (fine grit and Houston
Art Super Film), sealer, 2" sponge brush, stylus, tack cloth, tracing paper, and white and
graphite transfer paper.
