After the meeting, | will be teaching a Santa Face. My surface is a round wooden box approxi-
mately 11 1/ 20 across. You may adjust the
face. After pr8inting the pattern, use tracing paper to trace the pattern and be sure to bring this
with you to the April meeting.

Before class, thoroughly sand and seal, then basecoat your surface with Ultra Blue Deep. Ap-
ply as many coats as necessary to opaquely cover surface. Obviously, if you are using a can-
vas or Bristol board, sanding and sealing is not necessary.

Transfer the outline of the hat and face, leaving plenty of space for the beard. The lowest part
